Applicants will be ranked on a scale of zero to one hundred points. The points will be scored by the following:

0 - 26 Points CYSA Participation. Two points per year applicant participated in CYSA. 

0 - 25 Points for community service, which benefited others. Applicants will be awarded five points for every one hundred hours of service.
